She graduated in 1990 with a degree in Physics from the Faculty of Natural Sciences at the
University of Tirana and pursued postgraduate studies in Business Administration in 2010.

From 1990 onward, she dedicated two decades to the education system, initially as a teacher and
later as a director in various pre-university institutions. Throughout her professional journey, Farrici
has been actively involved in projects and training focused on women’s rights, community inclusion
in decision-making processes, and improving local democracy. In 2011, she made history as the
first female mayor of Burrel, one of the significant units in the Dibra district. As mayor, she
successfully challenged gender biases, encouraging greater female participation in decision-making



processes within the region.

Since 2015, she has held the position of Executive Director of the Association for Local Autonomy,
representing local governance rights and promoting the development of local democracy in Albania.

Currently, she represents local governance in Steering Committees, inter-institutional groups, and
commissions on local government issues. She also serves as the Secretary of the National
Delegation to the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe.
