Ajo ka shérbyer si késhilltare e Ministrit té Drejtésisé né
Shqipéri dhe ka kontribuuar pér njé periudhé dy vjecare né avancimin e politikave pér ¢éshtje gé
lidhen me reformén né drejtési, drejtésiné penale pér té mitur, aksesin né drejtési, profesionet e lira
etj. Gjaté késaj periudhe ka gené anétare e Komitetit Disiplinor, Dhoma Kombétare e Avokatisé
dhe anétare e Késhillit té Pérmbarimit, PErmbarimi Gjygésor Shtetéror.

Pér mé shumé se 14 vite, znj. Aliaj punon me organizata té shogérisé civile pér té garantuar aksesin
né drejtési dhe edukimin ligjor té grave viktima té dhunés me bazé gjinore, graté e zonave rurale,
personave me aftési té kufizuara dhe komunitetit rom dhe egjiptian.

Gjaté gjithé karrierés sé saj, ajo ka gené
njé kampione e té drejtave té njeriut, duke synuar pérmirésimin e ligjeve dhe politikave shtetérore
pér té mbrojtur mé miré popullsiné e cenueshme.
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Mrs. Iris Aliaj completed her higher education at the Faculty of Law, University of Tirana, and
has further enhanced her professional capacities through various international programs and
courses, specializing in multiple areas of law with a focus on human rights. Mrs. Aliaj is the
founder of Studio Ligjore Aliaj and has been practicing law since 2008. Her extensive legal
experience includes serving as an advisor to the Minister of Justice in Albania, where she focused
on key areas such as justice reform, juvenile justice, mediation, legal professions, and access to
justice through state-guaranteed legal aid.

For over 14 years, Mrs. Aliaj has been working with civil society organizations to ensure access
to justice for women, persons with disabilities, the Roma and Egyptian communities, and women
from rural areas. Notably, she served as Executive Director of the Balkans Regional Rule of Law
Network (BRRLN), where she contributed to strengthening independent defense bar associations
and promoting the rule of law, democracy, and human rights throughout the region.

Mrs. Aliaj has also dedicated more than a decade to human rights work at the Center for Legal
Civic Initiatives in Albania, where she advocated for increased access to justice for marginalized
and abused women. She provided free legal aid to up to 15 victims of domestic violence daily and
played a crucial role in prosecuting Albania’s first human trafficking case, securing compensation
for the victim. Her contributions extend beyond legal practice, as she has been involved in research,
monitoring, and training aimed at improving the justice system in Albania.

Her work in legislative reform and policy advocacy has focused on advancing gender equality,
anti-discrimination, combating domestic violence, and addressing corruption and human
trafficking. Throughout her career, she has consistently championed human rights, striving to
improve laws and state policies to better protect vulnerable populations.
